Topic: China's Influence in Australian Politics
Professor Clive Hamilton’s recently-released bestseller: “Silent Invasion: China’s Influence in Australia”, has heightened concern about China’s political and commercial penetration and manipulation of Australian political and commercial affairs. Beijing’s practice of hiring Australian political leaders - former Prime Ministers, Bob Hawke and Paul Keating; ex-Ministers, Bob Carr and Andrew Robb - has added to this concern. The widely-publicised activities of former Senator Sam Dastyari and statements by the newly-elected NSW Labor MP, Shaoquett Moselmane, have understandably further boosted concern.

China’s so far unhindered policy of acquiring major Australian infrastructure assets: ports, gas pipelines, electricity distribution networks, and communication transmissions systems – continues at full speed.

The Turnbull Government’s belated objections to China’s attempts to acquire ports, by its tried and tested method of leasing them as bases in the South Pacific, further emphasises Beijing's slowly unfolding agenda to extend its influence. Where is Australia being led? Are we destined to become China’s major south-western Pacific tributary or colonial state?
